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b. Describes the parents’ responsibility to support their children’s learning, such as 
monitoring attendance, homework completion, video game usage, and television 
watching; volunteering in their child’s classroom and participating in the decisions 
relating to the education of their children a positive use of extracurricular time. 

c. Address the importance of ongoing communication between parents and teachers 
through, at least, annual conferences, reports on student progress, reasonable access to 
staff, and opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and 
observation of classroom activities. 

d. The Principal or their designee ensures that the school-family compact is signed by the 
student, parent/guardian, and teacher.  The compact may be completed during parent 
conferences or at another designated time.
